At 14, Chilli Jesson lost his father to drug addiction, a trauma he buried under rebellion and emotional suppression. His escape came through music, as his band Palma Violets skyrocketed to fame, landing on NME covers and topping charts. But when the band unexpectedly ended in his early twenties, Jesson was left disoriented. He tried to rebuild with a new project, Crewel Intentions, and later ventured into pop songwriting out of financial necessity.
