GRAMMY®-nominated and multi-platinum selling producer Jax Jones has enlisted The Blackout Crew for a Donk Edit of his massive trance club stomper, “Won’t Forget You” alongside former collaborator D.O.D and Norwegian singer-songwriter Ina Wroldsen. 

Appearing at a house party in Manchester, Jax Jones welcomed the Bolton-based assemble to premiere the Donk Edit and videos posted online by Jones have since accumulated over 15 million views. Together, they now battle The Beatles for the #1 spot on the iTunes chart and the original track becomes the fastest growing record of the entire Official UK Top 40.

The Donk Edit stemmed from Jax experimenting with much faster tempos. With lyrics about sticking with a partner through everything, the 90s-inspired track fills any room with its anthemic sound and has proven a post-summer hit for Jax Jones.
  
It comes hot off the heels of Jones’ recent BBC Radio 1 Live Lounge performance last month where he performed the original track, “Won’t Forget You” with Ina Wroldsen and a cover of Kylie Minogue’s anthemic hit, “Padam Padam”. 

The track follows the earlier 2023 release of Jax's first D.O.D collaboration, “Need You Now” and personal release "Me & My Guitar" with Afrobeats star Fireboy DML which saw him sing on a track for the very first time. Other recent releases from Jax Jones include the contagious, high-energy, monster single “Whistle” with Calum Scott which spent 21 weeks on the UK chart and boasts over 90 million streams on Spotify alone. “Where Did You Go?” with MNEK quickly became the second biggest song of 2022 and boasts over 300 million streams on Spotify alone.
 
D.O.D has amassed over 100 million streams and continues to be a massive draw on the club and festival circuit playing to capacity crowds at Tomorrowland, Ultra and Creamfields. Ina Wroldsen, on vocals, has worked with Calvin Harris and is an uber successful songwriter
 fresh off writing Kylie’s mega hit and Top 10 return - ‘Padam Padam’.
 
Responsible for writing all his own music, it’s not the first time that Jax has worked with Ina Wroldsen. Ina Wroldsen featured on “Breathe”, the hit single with over 178 million streams from his last album, Snacks, which was the U.K.’s best-selling dance album of 2019 and 2020. Ina’s vocals also featured on Calvin Harris’ huge hit “How Deep Is Your Love”, which peaked at Number 2 in the Official Singles Chart and reached the Top 10 in 22 other countries.
 
Jax Jones' illustrious career as a multi-Platinum selling artist continues to dominate the UK music scene with 8 UK Top 10 singles, 8 UK platinum singles, and over 9.5 billion global and audio streams, delivering consistent electro-pop earworms and verifying him as a mainstay in modern British music. He has collaborated with everyone from Whitney Houston, Ed Sheeran, Diana Ross, Mark Ronson, to Mabel, RAYE, Stefflon Don and Fred Again. With Turkish and Chinese Malaysian heritage, he remains a leading role model for other young Asians facing the difficulty of cutting through a white dominated space.
 
As the second biggest dance artist after Calvin Harris, Jax Jones has recently been praised by the likes of Hypebeast who calls him “an all-round, multi-faceted musician”, and Rolling Stone UK hail him as “the UK dance super producer on a mission to break down barriers”. The Guardian described his appearance on The High Performance Podcast as “providing a moving account of what motivates him and crediting the trickier moments of his teenage years”.
 
When he’s not in the studio, Jax is running the WUGD music label, bringing up the next generation of music artists. Notably with up-and-coming DJ Hannah Laing who recently spent four weeks in the UK Top 10 with her single “Good Love”. After a successful summer run, other upcoming live activity for Jax includes lighting up stages across the UK & Europe including Pacha in Ibiza whilst planning a tour in Australia and Bali.
